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In the archaeological exhibition halls of the

museum, artefacts belonging to civilizations
that lived in the Bafra region from the

Late Chalcolithic Period layers of ikiztepe
Excavation to the end of the Eastern Roman
Period are exhibited.

The building, which is an example of civil architecture

reflecting the local characteristics, was built in 1858 and

has been serving as the Bafra Museum since 2011. Artefacts
shedding light on the historical past between 4300 BC
(Ikiztepe Excavation) and the 20th century AD are exhibited
in the museum. In the ethnographic halls of the museum you
can see pieces of daily life from the recent history of the Bafra

region. In the ethnographic section, there are kitchen, living
and bedroom arrangements which are prepared according
to the daily life of the traditional Bafra house. In addition,
ethnographic artefacts belonging to Turkish culture of the
Ottoman Period are found in the showcases.
